Drapers’ Academy is a Harold Hill school for Harold Hill families.  It will raise educational achievement to high levels, broaden experience and prepare young adults to achieve their best in further education and employment.

Abilities will be supported and aspiration nurtured.  Particular support will be given to families so that children can achieve their best.

The Academy specialisms will be science and mathematics.   So that every child can benefit and be stimulated, imaginative and creative teaching of these subjects will be a notable strength.  The wider curriculum will also be taught to a high standard with a particular emphasis on English.

The Academy will encourage children to take part in a wide variety of activities to raise confidence, stimulate the spirit of enquiry and provide enjoyable and memorable experiences.

The Drapers’ Company will use its expertise as a leading London charity with a long experience in education to provide linkages across a wide variety of areas.  Queen Mary will provide close links with the world of higher education to encourage students to go to university.

Fullest use will be made of the exceptional site occupied by the Academy, including the creation of new buildings that will stimulate every aspect of learning.

The Academy will play a major part in the aspiration to regenerate Harold Hill.  This will be principally through the Harold Hill Learning Village but also through close links with a wide variety of community activities and other educational establishments in the area.

1 Introduction

Drapers’ Academy will admit its first cohort of pupils in September 2010 following the closure of Kings Wood School.
2 Admission Number
The Drapers’ Academy Trust has the agreed the admission number for the Academy for the year 2012/2013 will be 180 pupils into Year 7.

3 Consideration of Applications
The Drapers’ Academy Trust will consider all applications for places at the Academy.  Where fewer applications for admission are received than the published admission number of 180 for admission to Year 7, the Academy will offer places to those who have applied
4 Procedures where Drapers’ Academy is Oversubscribed

Where the number of applications for admission is greater than the published admission number, applications will be considered against the criteria set out below.  After the admission of pupils with statements of Special Educational Needs where Drapers’ Academy is named on the statement, the oversubscription criteria will be applied in the order in which they are set out below:
4.1 Children in public care, as defined by Section 22 of the Children Act 1989, is a child whom in in the care of a local authority, or provided with accomodation by a local authority.  
4.2 Admission of pupils whose siblings are attending Drapers’ Academy at the time of application and who will still be attending Drapers’ Academy in September 2012.  In this context the term “sibling” refers to a child who lives as brother or sister in the same house, including natural brothers and sisters, adopted siblings, stepbrothers or stepsisters and foster brothers and sisters;

4.3 Admission of pupils residing in the Academy’s agreed priority admissions area.  Where there are more applicants than places available, places will be allocated by proximity to the Academy using straight line measurement from the main entrance of the Academy to the main entrance to the child’s home and, in the event of a tie-breaker under this criterion, places will be decided by drawing lots;

4.4 Admission of pupils living outside the priority admissions area on the basis of proximity to the school using straight line measurement form the main entrance of the Academy to the main entrance of the child’s home and, in the event of a tie-breaker under this criterion, places will be decided by drawing lots.

Waiting List

The waiting list for admission in to Year 7 will be maintained until the end of the Autumn term.

5 Arrangements for Admission of Pupils as Drapers’ Academy Builds to its Full Capacity
5.1 Subject to any provisions in the London Borough of Havering’s co-ordinated admission arrangements relating to applications submitted for years other than the normal year of entry, the Drapers’ Academy Trust will consider all such applications and if the year group applied for has a place available, admit the child unless one of the permitted reliefs apply.  If more applications are received than there are places available, the oversubscription criteria outlined in paragraphs 4.1 – 4.4 shall apply.
5.2 Admission to Year groups without a Published Admission Number will be based upon the size of teaching groups already existing in Drapers’ Academy and the efficient use of resources.
5.3 There will be a right of appeal to an Independent Appeal Panel for unsuccessful applicants.
6 Process of Application
6.1 Arrangements for applications for places at Drapers’ Academy will be made in accordance with the London Borough of Havering’s co-ordinated admission arrangements and will be made on the Common Application Form provided and administered by the relevant local authority.

6.2 The Drapers’ Academy Trust will use the London Borough of Havering’s timetable for applications to Drapers’ Academy each year.
7 Monitoring, Evaluation and Review

7.1 The Governing Body will review this policy at least every year and assess its implementation and effectiveness. The policy will be promoted and implemented throughout the Academy.
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
